Financial assistance for youth in foster care to receive education, training, and related services they need to obtain and maintain employment.

	National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) 
Data collection system that tracks the number and characteristics of youth receiving independent living services, beginning at age 14.

	Resuming Independent Living Services 
Allows youth ages 18-21 who have decided to discontinue receiving IL services to resume IL services within 60 days of discontinuation.

	Post-Education options 
Information about various academic and vocational training resources for youth after graduating high school or completing their GED.

	Youth Council Development Local Advocacy
A regional body of youth representatives who meet regularly to identify local needs, plan activities and increase the voice of youth in the foster care system.

	Discharge Planning
Information and support around youth preparing to leave foster care and identifying resources to help them successfully transition.

	Community Resources 
Information about services, organizations and other programs relevant to the needs of youth where he/she resides.

	Family Engagement Model and Preparing Youth for Family Partnership Meetings 
Training and overview of services and supports to maintain successful and stable connections; identification and location of family members and other supportive adults.
