Rules: The game runs July 1-August 27. Achieve a BINGO by completing 4 squares in a row. BINGOs can be made vertically, horizontally, or diagonally. Or, you can also complete each corner instead of 4 in a row. This guide will share what needs to be done to complete each square. 
Challenges, Prizes, and Submissions:
· 4 in a row earns a $25 VISA card
· 4 corners earns a $25 VISA card
· 10 completed squares earns a $50 VISA card.
**Only one prize will be awarded per contestant.
