Make sure you are tracking youth entering
foster care that may require a NYTD survey to
be completed in a short timeframe. 

There has been at least on LDSS that had to
complete a NYTD survey on the same day the
youth entered foster care due to the 45-day
timeframe. 

Checking SafeMeasures regularly!

 Remember:
Youth MUST be surveyed within 45 days
after turning 17, not before.
Completed surveys must be entered into
OASIS within 5 business days of completion.
